Using Place Value to understand the Multiplication Algorithm
Here is a sample of what the multiplication algorithm actually means! 

When you multiply 25 X 13, for example, you are actually multiplying 

           (20 + 5) 

times   (10 + 3) . . . so it can be done in parts, without carrying until finding the total.

Be sure to multiply each number times each one of the other numbers.
